Our Father, Who art in heaven, hallowed be Thy name. 
Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done on earth as it is in 
heaven. Give us this day our daily bread, and forgive us 
our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass 
against us, and lead us not into temptation, but deliver 
us from evil. Amen. 
 
Bob is sleeping deeply then is suddenly awakened by a 
bright light. His eyes strain against the brightness to  
determine the source of the light. In the distance, he 
makes out a silhouette of a person, and he calls out, 
"Where am I, and who are you?ò  
A distant voice from the direction of the silhouette     
replies, ñI am your Guardian Angel.ò  
Bob now begins to think that he has passed away while 
sleeping, but how? He is in excellent shape, eats right, 
and runs marathons. The voice replies to his thoughts, 
ñNo, you are not dead, but you have questions of God, 
and I was sent here to answer them.ò  
Recently Bob has been praying a lot, and he is          
convinced that God isnôt listening to him. Working up his 
nerve, Bob asks, "Why has God been ignoring my          
prayers? Why hasnôt He given me the things I have 
asked for? Why did He let my father die? Why havenôt I 
gotten the job I applied for?"  
The Angel approaches Bob and says, "God has heard 
every prayer you have offered up. Jesus was next to you 
during your painful moments, when you were suffering 
and crying out. He loves you and has been protecting 
and guiding you. He kept you from getting the car you 
prayed for because it wasnôt practical. You were wanting 
a sports car, but, unknown to you at that time, your wife 
was with child, and a practical vehicle was needed        
instead. He provided you with an affordable and reliable 
vehicle for your young family. As far as your job, well, 
He was going to surprise you with the job of a lifetime. 
The job you thought you should have is not going to 
work out; the company is going to fold within months. 
You would have lost your job and home. And your father 
suffered a long time. God answered his prayer to have 
his pain taken away and to come to home. Your father 
knew you would be heartbroken when he was gone, so 
he prayed that you could one day understand that he is 
no longer ill and suffering but instead living a new life in 
the kingdom of Heaven." 
Bob looks down at his feet, and he is ashamed of         
himself. A sense of remorse washes over him. He knew 
that Jesus was indeed listening to his prayers. It is at 
this moment that Bob then realizes prayer is no different 
than having an everyday conversation. You speak but 
you must also listen. Bob then feels an overwhelming 
love for God, and he looks up at his Guardian Angel. 
The angel smiles back and says, ñI think you understand 
now. Prayers are answered but not always in the way 
that you wish. Prayers are answered in a way that God 
sees is best for you. For your part, keep your eyes open 
and ears alert. Look and listen for the answers to your 
prayers. God will truly give them to you.ò
