We can certainly relate to Peter when he objects to 
Jesus being rejected by the chief priests and scribes 
and being killed.  Who wants to hear bad news?  How 
many times have we wanted good things for ourselves 
and others?  Who in this world wants bad things to 
happen to themselves?  So, when we approach the 
Lord, we ask for those good things.  We can see         
suffering as a completely bad thing that should be 
avoided at all costs. 
 
Yet Jesus objects to Peterôs attitude, and he does so 
very strongly.  In fact, he calls him Satan!  Why? Jesus 
explains to Peter that he was  seeing things not as 
God does but as human beings do.  Our perspective 
tends to focus on the most  superficial aspects of         
suffering.  We stop at the  undesirability and              
repulsiveness of it. 
 
Jesus takes us deeper.  He joins in our suffering and 
invites us to join in his.  He says, ñtake up your cross 
and follow me.ò  To put it another way, to avoid        
suffering at all costs is to avoid Jesus.  For this reason, 
Peterôs attitude was most certainly satanic.  How do we 
avoid this attitude?  We do the opposite.  ASK for the 
cross and to have the grace to carry it with love.
